Welcome to August in the toddler room,  
  
We have been busy using our cognitive skills this 
month;  we have been learning to count to 5. We use 
bead frames to help us count & also sing songs with the 
number 5 in it. We have also been learning our colours, 
we know blue & red. We use the big colour dice & 
whichever side it lands on has a colour which we say 
out loud. 
 
Because we havenôt been able to go outside, we have 
bought equipment inside so we can continue extending 
our gross motor skills. We have had lots of fun on the 
bikes in the side room & making trains with them ñchoo 
chooò along in a circle. 
 
We have also been getting very creative, using rollers & 
cars to roll up & down on the paper to create different 
patterns & textures. We have been extending out 
sensory skills by exploring the sensory boxes Emilie 
made for us (i.e. rough, soft, fuzzy hard, scratchy, 
bumpy & Smooth), it has been interesting discussing 
this together.  
 
Our self help skills are getting very good; most of us are 
using the potty now. A big well done to Jessica, Khai, 
Sari, James, Lara & Joseph. They have been using the 
potty every nappy change & been dry throughout the 
day. If the potty/ toilet training could be continued at 
home, that would help us to become even more 
confident in using the potty.  
 
We have been busy role playing in our home corner. 
We love cooking; we make soups for our babies (dolls) 
& have been feeding them with a spoon. We find this 
very funny as we pretend that Jenny & Emilie are 
babies for us to feed.  
 
We have also been using our fine motor skills, playing & 
manipulating with play dough. We have been rolling the 
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play dough into small balls. We then added glitter to the 
green play dough which looked very interesting.  
 
We made chocolate crackers for afternoon tea & each 
had a turn of mixing the ingredients togethe r. They 
were very yummy when we ate them.

As its getting colder we need to look at how we serve 
our food. Children will often eat more food over winter 
as it helps warm their bodies, which help everyone 
ensure children are eating their vegetables every day. 
 
The easier way to do this is Soup, here is a favourite 
recipe. 
 

Pumpkin Soup  
Ingredients:  

 3 carrots 
 3 medium potatoes 
 A medium pumpkin 
 3 sweet potatoes 
 1 leek 

 
Step1 
Roast all the ingredients together at 200 degrees until 
soft. 
 
Step 2 
Blend all ingredients in a food processer or hand mash 
for a thicker texture.  
 
Step 3 
Place mixture in a pot on a medium heat and slowly 
heat. (If mixture is too thick slowly add small amounts 
of water until just right).
